Since many of us go early, we have time to explore and ñbe touristsò before the actual Mountain 
Hound events begin. Every year there seems to be more to do than there is time (or money!). 
On the main drag, which is right down the hill from the hotel, there are endless options for shop-
ping and eating, checking out the local sights and just people watching. Ober Gatlinburg offers 
an aerial tram, a mountain coaster and a wildlife encounter. Also on the strip is the space nee-
dle, a ski lift up the mountain and more importantly, multiple options for free wine, moonshine 
and whiskey tastings!

How Long Nails Harm Your Dog by Dr. Kim Josey, DC  
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Micro Trauma is the general term given to small inju-
ries of the body. One type of micro trauma to your 
dogôs joints that you can prevent is caused by toe nails 
that are too long. They are harmful not only to the pha-
langeal joints but to the entire body. When the toe nails 
are too long, it causes weight to be shifted back caus-
ing the hind end to carry more stress. The shifting back 
of the front end also compromises the shoulder by 
shifting it back to the elbow, but then the shoulder com-
pensates and hinges forward in an awkward angle. All 
of these changes cause increased stress on the body 
and the spine has to compensate for the weight being 
shifted. Dogs that have had long nails for an extended 
time could benefit from a chiropractic adjustment to 
help alleviate these compensatory patterns.  

 

The pads of the paw also take on a different stress and even have contact with the ground in a constant way that they 
werenôt intended to do. On larger breeds such as the greyhound, the metacarpal pad doesnôt contact the ground too 
much or at all when standing. With severe extension of the phalangeal joints from long nails, this pad can potentially 
touch the ground excessively. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Notice the difference between the photo at left, a front view of a greyhound 

with too-long nails, and the photo below. This greyhound has properly trimmed 

nails which are at a perfect length to allow the dogõs foot to work just as de-

signed! 



How Long Nails Harm Your Dog continued 
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Keeping the nails trimmed to a proper length allows for accurate joint alignment and weight distribution throughout the 
body. Consult with your trusted vet or groomer to start the process of gradually decreasing the nail length in order for the 
quick to recede, and then be consistent with trimming or proper dremeling.
